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So that leaves us with Matt, the actor,
and the evidence will show that he's lying.

ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE: When you say,
"Matt, the actor," what do you mean Matt the actor?

MR. CONNERS: You'll hear about he's an
actor. He's an acting student. That's how I keep him
straight in my mind.

Matt gave multiple accounts. No one
account was the same even though the truth never changes.
He gives, the evidence will show, radically different
accounts of his sexual acts in relation with
Ms. Ogletree. He says we kissed. No, we didn't kiss.

We French kissed for a long time. No, it was seconds.
The sexual act lasted about three minutes. ©No, it lasted
up to ten minutes. He admits about lying; he admits
about lying. He forgets that there were other people
that were present at the locations of his alleged flings
with Ms. Ogletree. And we will call these people who
will show that Matt is lying and is unworthy of belief
and should have recanted unconditionally, as Sam has or
run like Chayce did.

You will hear from Ms. Ogletree about how
she has been harmed by being falsely accused. And you'll
hear from students, teachers and other witnesses who will

impeach Ms. Ogletree's accusers and support
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A. Let me count. I believe there were 14.
ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE: Now, this is
which year, Ms. Smith, are you asking about?
MS. SMITH: Fall of '02.
ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE: '02. Okay.

Q. Do you recall whether -- where either Matt or
Chayce sat in your classroom?

A. At the beginning of the year, they could sit
wherever they chose to. I don't know exactly where in
the back of the room, but a bunch of boys were in the
back of the room. And I then created a seating chart in
which I moved the boys towards the front so that I could
keep them in line better. I know that I sat Sam -- When
I was facing the room, Sam was on the right-hand side,
and Chayce was as far as away as he could be on the
left-hand side from Sam.

Q. From what you observed of Matt and Chayce,
would you characterize their relationship as close

friends, buddies, acguaintances in class?

A. Yes, they were friends.

Q. -Were they good friends-?

A. They would talk to each other in class a lot.
Q. They did-?

A. Yeah.

Q. Okay. Was Matt a poor student, a good student
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would give him reason to make up allegations of
inappropriate sexual touching between you and him?
A. I cannot think of an argument we had that would

cause him to do it, no.

Q. Any bad grades or disagreements?
A. There were no bad grades.
Q. Did you call Chayce I think that would be

during the summer of 2002 and ask him to come to your

home to assist you and your husband in moving a piano?
A. Yes, I did. But he said he could not come.
Q. Did you call and ask Matt to come to the

residence you share with your husband to assist you and

your husband in moving a piano?

A, Yes, I did.

Q. Did Matt come over to help you?

A. Yes, he did.

Q. Did Matt arrive at your home to move the piano

while your husband was present?
A, Yes.
Q. Did Matt appear any other time at your home to

help with moving the piano when your husband was not

there?
A. No, ma'am.
0. Okay. Do you recall the date that you invited

these young men or the approximate month in the summer of
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MR. CONNERS: Objection. She's leading,
Your Honor.
MS. SMITH: I'll rephrase.
Q. Did Ms. Ogletree call you and ask you to help
move furniture?
MR. CONNERS: Same objection.
ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE: Sustained.
Q. Did you and Ms. Ogletree communicate during the

summer of '027?

A. Yes, ma'am.
Q. How did you communicate?
A. She called my house around the end of July and

asked if I could come out to her house and help move

furniture.

Q. And did you go?

A. | Yes, I did.

Q. When you arrived there, who was there?

A. Only her -- only Ms. Ogletree.

Q. Did she greet you at the door?

A. Yes, she did.

Q. Do you recall what she was wearing?

A. Yes, I do. She was wearing a spaghetti string
shirt -- sleeveless shirt and short black bicycle shorts.

Q. Did she invite you in?

A. Yes, she did.
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A,

Q.

Did you say anything to her before you left?
No, ma'am.

You just got up and walked out the door-?
Yes, ma'am.

What do you do after you left her -- how long

after the kiss?

A,

I had about a ten-minute drive home. And I

remember it being a very awkward drive home for me

worried about what would happen when we started the

school year in a month.

Q.

How did you feel being there alone with

Ms. Ogletree?

A,

you?

Q.

A.

After the incident, it was awkward.
How did you feel during the incident?
The same awkward uneasiness.

Did you feel that Ms. Ogletree had power over

Yes, I did.
Why?

At that time I had never dated -- I wasn't a

big dater or dating anyone at the time and had never had

any sexual involvements with another female. So I was a
little new to the feminine ways -- feminine acts.
Q. Now, you -- Was there another invitation to the

Ogletree residence?
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A. Yes, there was. After school had started, the
boys in the French class were invited to a camp out at

the Ogletree's house.

0. How did that invitation come about?

A. In the classroom.

0. So was the whole class invited?

A, No. Just the guys at that time.

Q. How many guys were in the class?

A. There was about eight -- eight of us or seven
of us.

Q. Did you go to the camp out?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. How many people were there?

A. There was five of us.

Q. I know it's been a while. But do you know what

time you arrived at the camp out?

A, It was before it got dark. It was summer
obviously. I know it was around 6:00.
Q. Now, did you leave that camp out before the end

of the evening?

A, Yes, I did.
0. Why?
A. About 8:00, 9:00, I started suffering from a

very bad migraine.

Q. Could you drive?
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A. Yes, I did.

Q. Did you see what grade she marked on your
paper?

A, Yes, I did.

Q. What wasg that grade?

A. An F.

Q. Did you confront Ms. Agic about that grade-?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Was it in the open classroom?

A. Yes, it was.

Q. Did you then leave the classroom?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Did you report what happened to anyone?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Who did you report that to?

A. Mr. Harris and Ms. Warren.

Q. Did you have an English assignment to write

story about an important event in your lifev?

A. Yes, ma'am.

0. Who did you write that for?

A. Mr. Warren; Coach Warren.

Q. wWhat did you write about?

A. The incidences with Ms. Ogletree.
Q. Why did you do that?

A. Well, the assignment in the classroom was to
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write about an event that affected your life. By that
time, this was a month or two before we were graduating.
I was a senior. It was kind of a chip on my shoulder
that I had had for two years of high school. I thought
it would be a good way to express my feelings toward the

whole matter.

Q. Did that poem get distributed throughout the
school?

A, Yes, it did.

Q. Did you do it?

A. No, ma'am.

Q. Did anyone approach you and criticize you --

anyone in authority approach you and criticize you for

having written that story -- that poem?
A. No, ma'am.
Q. Did you speak about these allegations to the

school newspaper?

A, No, ma'am.
Q. Did you notice a difference in Ms. Ogletree's
dress before she was -- before she had her child as

opposed to after she had her child?

A. What's that?
Q. Did you notice a change in Ms. Ogletree's
dress -- appearance before she had her child as opposed

to after she had her child?
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whether they conglomerate to not conform to the truth?

MR. CONNERS: No. My question to him
which he answered yes was that he told -- did you tell
people multiple versions of what happened to you on
several different occasions, have you not.

And he said, "yes."

But it hasn't been the whole truth.

He answered, "yes."

That was the question answered on that.

ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE: Did you
understand the gquestion, sir?

THE WITNESS: Are you asking if there were
more than one version?

MR. CONNERS: I was going to move on to

something else. That was a general guestion that I asked
him.

Q. Now, let's talk about the allegations in the
summer of 2002. Now, it's my understanding that the only

times that you had been over to the Ogletree house was in
the fall -- was in the summer of 2002 to move a piano and
in the fall of 2002 for a camp out, and there were no

other times; is that correct?

A. That's correct.
Q. Have you ever kissed or French kissed any other
teacher?
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A. Yes, sir.
Q. Now, vyou testified that after you had the kiss

that you pulled away and then you left?

A. That's correct.
Q. And then the other time -- the only other time
that you saw -- that you went to Ms. Ogletree's house was

about the time of the camp out in the fall of 2002; is
that correct?

A. That's correct.

0. But isn't it true that Mr. Ogletree and you, as
well as another individual, helped move the piano into

the Ogletree house in the summer of 20027

A, I don't recall that, no.

Q. Are you saying it didn't happen?

A, No. I wasn't out there, other than those two
times.

Q. So if Mr. Ogletree comes in and another

individual comes in and Ms. Ogletree comes in and says
they moved the piano with you, then they would be making
false statements?

A, That's correct.

0. And 1sn't it true that after they moved the
piano that you went to Grandbury to a restaurant; do you
remember that?

A. No, sir.
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Q. Now, you felt uncomfortable and uneasy with
Ms. Ogletree because of this kissing event in the
previous summer. You've already testified to that,
correct?

A. That's correct.

0. Yet, you decided to voluntarily go over to the
Ogletree house for the camp out hosted by Mr. and

Mrs. Ogletree; isn't that correct?

A. That's correct.

Q. It wasn't mandatory?

A. No, sir.

Q. If yvou felt uncomfortable or uneasy or for any

other reason, you didn't have to go-?

A. That's correct.

Q. But you went?

A. That's correct.

Q. Now, you testified that there were other

students that you knew and you were familiar with?

A. There that night?

Q. At that camp out.

A. Yes, sir.

Q. And some of them drove their car; is that

correct?
A, Yes, sir.

Q. Now, the Ogletree house is outside of the city
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you?

A. No, sir.

Q. Do you remember that -- do you remember in your
deposition -- We took your deposition via telephone. Do

you remember we took your deposition on May 31lst, 2006 ;
do you remember that?
A. The phone deposition?
Q. Right.
So your testimony is that nothing happened out
of the ordinary on the way over there; is that correct?
A. Well, and the fact that I was in extreme pain,

yes, sir.

Q. Other than your migraine?
A. Yes, sir.
Q. Do you recall in that your deposition --

Counsel, it's on page 13. And I'll provide a copy to the
witness.

Do you recall that at the beginning of your
deposition that you were sworn to tell truth and the
whole truth; do you remember that?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. Do you remember that at the beginning of your
deposition, I told you that you had to answer truthfully?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. And do you recall that you agreed to speak
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truthfully?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. And do you recall that after your -- at the end
of your deposition I asked you if you had been truthful
in your responses; do you recall that?

A, Yes, sir.

Q. And you answered that you had been. Okay. On
the top of page 13 if you look under the second TC,
"QUESTION: Okay. But on the way over there, the 15
minutes to get over to your house, did anything happen?"

"ANSWER: Yes, she was very affectionate, very
touchy, wanted to hold my hand or have her hand on my
shoulder around my neck."

Is that your testimony?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. So would that make you feel more uncomfortable
if she's, according to your testimony, wanting to hold
yvour hand and touch you and all of that?

A; Yes, sir, it was uncomfortable. But I was not
concerned with that at the time. If you've ever had a
migraine, you're not worried about anything else.

Q. But you were cognizant of it because you
testified about it; is that correct?

A. That's correct.

Q. And that was a truthful response?
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about Ms. Ogletree during -- during his class for the
Canterbury Tales assignment; 1s that correct?"

A. I'm sorry. Yes, sir; that's correct.

Q. And then I asked you: "And do you recall
making copies of the poem and giving it to your other
friends?"

"ANSWER: Yeah."
Is that your testimony?

A. That's my testimony, yeah.

0. And isn't it true that some older students or
guys gave you positive feedback about you having sex with
Ms. Ogletree like Billy, Chance and Eric; is that
correct?

A. That's correct.

0. And even some of your classmates within your
school thought it was cool that you were having sex with

Ms. Ogletree?

A. I don't know how cool -- I didn't consider it
cool. But they have their own opinions.
Q. And that would have included D.L., Kibbler,

Jacob, Lance and others; is that correct?

A. That's correct;

0. Now, as I understand it, there was some
bragging on your part about this relationship.

A. No.




Q. Now, didn't you -- You recall that newspaper
article, the Tiger Talk?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. Do you recall that you would advise incoming
students to get an attorney and to watch out for those
students?

A. That was in there, yes. But I don't recall
writing that down. I believe Katie was the author of

that particular story.

0. But it does say that in the article?

A. Yes, sir.

Q. And you didn't do anything to correct that?
A, No, sir. It was printed when I saw it. I

didn't know how I could correct it.
Q. Isn't it true that you said the Ogletrees had a

restraining order against you?

A. I don't recall that.

Q. Is it possible you said that?

A. No.

Q. So you're saying no?

A. I'm saying no, I never said that to anybody.

Q. Did you ever tell any of your students or
peers -- other students or peers that you were going to

get money by suing Ms. Ogletree?

A. No, sir.
